We recently bought a supply (a
quite expensive supply) of Fairtrade incense from Ethiopia.

Our
new supply is manufactured by Benedictine monks. Similarly, the
altar bread comes from a community of enclosed Carmelite nuns
near York. Neither are Fairtrade, but at least we are supporting
the life and work of these religious communities.
